POV is a FREE six-week filmmaking workshop for Asian Pacific American (APA) youth that teaches the art of moviemaking.  Working with filmmakers and industry professionals, participants will write, storyboard, shoot, and edit a short film to possibly be screened at the 11th Annual DC APA Film Festival.  

How does it work?

During 6 weekly sessions, you will get hands-on experience in learning the theory and techniques of filmmaking including storyboarding, shooting, editing, etc.  Working with industry professionals, you will learn the skills needed to create a film from script to screen!  No prior filmmaking experience is required but you must be between 16 and 19 years of age.

When does it happen?

The workshops will be held every Saturday from 9am to 1:30pm beginning on July 17, 2010 and ending on August 21, 2010.  You must be able to attend all workshops (why would you want to miss out?).
